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Intimacy with God

Job 2:10 (NIV) He replied, “You are talking like a foolish (morally deficient) woman. Shall we accept good from God, and not trouble?” In all this, Job did not sin in what he said.

(AMP) But he said to her, You speak as one of the impious and foolish women would speak. What? Shall we accept [only] good at the hand of God and shall we not accept [also] misfortune and what is of a bad nature? In [spite of] all this, Job did not sin with his lips.

(TLB) But he replied, “You talk like some heathen woman. What? Shall we receive only pleasant things from the hand of God and never anything unpleasant?” So in all this Job said nothing wrong.
1 – Job began and ended with God. He did not banter with his friends, the devil or even his wife. His conversation was with God and he was steadfast in speaking with Him. He expected a response from the Lord and directed himself to Him. Isn’t it glorious to know that no matter how unjust something may be, even when it seems to have come from Satan himself, by the time it reaches us it is God’s will for us and will ultimately work to our good? (Streams in the Desert 8/14)
2 – Job understood God to be sovereign in absolutely everything. He could withstand his circumstances because he understood that if God can give He can also take away and this in no way changes his character. We in the church often preach a one-sided gospel we speak only of what we can receive from God and fail to mention that God also allows injustice and negative things to happen to his servants through no fault of their own. 

3 – Isaiah 53:10 Yet it was the LORD's will to crush him and cause him to suffer, and though the LORD makes his life an offering for sin, he will see his offspring and prolong his days, and the will of the LORD will prosper in his hand. This was prophesied about Christ but also fits Job’s life perfectly. The crushing would lead to greater fruitfulness as pruning leads to greater fruit. There must be a loss for there to be a gain. We live fascinating lives if we are living in the center of God’s will. All the attacks that Satan hurls at us through the sins of others are not only powerless to harm us but are transformed into blessings along the way. (Hannah Whitall Smith)
4 – Job had received from God and therefore could lose something – We are often unaware and unthankful for what we have and only upon its removal do we notice that we had it. We at times only appreciate the good we have when it is removed from us. 
5 – Job saw God as all-powerful he did not even consider the possibility of any other agent in his life – he did not blame the devil. Job saw the Lord in his right standing; as the mover of everything. Job although not happy with his circumstances knew that the Lord was ordaining them.
6 – Even in his pain Job corrected and reproved his wife – his pain did not change his belief. Job’s view of God was such that he could not allow even the loss of those he loved to belittle the image of God.
7 – Job worshiped God in spite of his negative circumstances he did not allow his circumstances to dictate who he was or who God is. He proclaimed faith in his own integrity before God and that God would reverse the curse and vindicate him.  Psalm 17:3 Though you probe my heart, though you examine me at night and test me, you will find that I have planned no evil; my mouth has not transgressed. 
Job 31:5 “If I have walked with falsehood or my foot has hurried after deceit 6 let God weigh me in honest scales and he will know that I am blameless.
