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Knowing God’s Will for Your Life: Waiting for God

The Will of God will never take where the Grace of God won’t sustain you.

Acts 7:25 Moses thought that his own people would realize that God was using him to rescue them, but they did not.
Acts 16: 6 Paul and his companions traveled throughout the region of Phrygia and Galatia, having been kept by the Holy Spirit from preaching the word in the province of Asia. 7 When they came to the border of Mysia, they tried to enter Bithynia, but the Spirit of Jesus would not allow them to. 9 During the night Paul had a vision of a man of Macedonia standing and begging him, “Come over to Macedonia and help us.” 10 After Paul had seen the vision, we got ready at once to leave for Macedonia, concluding that God had called us to preach the gospel to them.

Numbers 9:19 When the cloud remained over the tabernacle a long time, the Israelites obeyed the Lord’s order and did not set out.
Psalm 40:1 I waited patiently for the Lord; he turned to me and heard my cry.
Hebrews 11:8 By faith Abraham, when called to go to a place he would later receive as his inheritance, obeyed and went, even though he did not know where he was going.

The General Will of God 
1 Thessalonians 4:3-5 (AMP) 3 For this is the will of God, that you be sanctified [separated and set apart from sin]: that you abstain and back away from sexual immorality; 4 that each of you know how to control his own body in holiness and honor [being available for God’s purpose and separated from things profane], 5 not [to be used] in lustful passion, like the Gentiles who do not know God and are ignorant of His will
Jeremiah 29:11 (AMP) For I know the thoughts and plans that I have for you, says the Lord, thoughts and plans for welfare and peace and not for evil, to give you hope in your final outcome.

The Specific Will of God  
Whatever we ask of God should be something that will bring glory to God. We should not seek to simply satisfy ourselves as James 4:2-3 says “You do not have because you do not ask God. 
3 When you ask, you do not receive, because you ask with wrong motives, that you may spend what you get on your pleasures”. However, whatever we desire if it will enhance the kingdom of God will be granted Psalm 37:4 Take delight in the Lord, and he will give you the desires of your heart. 
How are we led by God? Amended from Charles Stanley letter March 2011

1 – Set aside time with God – 
Psalm 103:19 The LORD has established his throne in heaven, and his kingdom rules over all.
2 Chronicles 16:9 For the eyes of the LORD range throughout the earth to strengthen those whose hearts are fully committed to him.
2 – Listen to what God tells you – 
Ecclesiastes 5:1Guard your steps when you go to the house of God. Go near to listen rather than to offer the sacrifice of fools, who do not know that they do wrong. 2 Do not be quick with your mouth; do not be hasty in your heart to utter anything before God. God is in heaven and you are on earth, so let your words be few.
3 – Repent of any known sin in your life and let God help you correct any unknown sins - 
Psalm 19:12 Who can discern his lapses and errors? Clear me from hidden [and unconscious] faults.
4 – Acknowledge that God has your best interests in mind – 
Romans 8:28 And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose.
5 – See everything that happens to you as coming from God – 
Isaiah 54:17 "No weapon that is formed against you will prosper; and every tongue that accuses you in judgment you will condemn this is the heritage of the servants of the LORD, and their vindication is from Me," declares the LORD.  

Genesis 50:20 You intended to harm me, but God intended it for good to accomplish what is now being done, the saving of many lives.
