Matthew 5:27-30 (NIV) 27 You have heard that it was said, ‘You shall not commit adultery.’ 28 But I tell you that anyone who looks at a woman lustfully (Wuest – in order to indulge his sexual passion) has already committed adultery with her in his heart. 29 If your right eye causes you to stumble, gouge it out and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your body than for your whole body to be thrown into hell. 
30 And if your right hand causes you to stumble, cut it off and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your body than for your whole body to go into hell.
(NVI) 27 Ustedes han oído que se dijo: “No cometas adulterio.” 28 Pero yo les digo que cualquiera que mira a una mujer y la codicia (Wuest – darse el capricho de pasión sexual) ya ha cometido adulterio con ella en el corazón. 29 Por tanto, si tu ojo derecho te hace pecar, sácatelo y tíralo. Eliminate, cut, isolate, annul or neutralize all fountains that allow, provide or lead to sin, doing this continually and permanently, severely without leaving residuals and setting physical, technical, emotional and relational limits as barriers so as to avoid access to the same sin again.

Eliminar, cortar, aislar, anular o neutralizar toda fuente que nos permita, provea o conduzca al pecado, haciéndolo de una manera continua y permanente, severa sin dejar residuos, y poniendo límites físicos, técnicos, emocionales o relacionales, como barreras para no tener acceso al mismo pecado de nuevo. 1 – Self-Judgment prevents God’s judgment. El auto-Juicio previene el Juicio de Dios. Jesus wants us to take a very hard look at ourselves and in essence to judge our own behavior and thoughts so that he does not have to. He is saying that a thought leads to a sinful action and if that sinful action is not curbed in the mind it leads to damnation. Although Jesus was speaking metaphorically about cutting off a body part He was speaking literally about entering into hell for loving self more than God. Some people are living hell on earth because they do not submit their thoughts to Christ.
2 – Our thoughts inform who we are. Nuestros pensamientos dejan ver quien somos. This is the same concept mentioned by Jesus about calling your brother a fool; murder is in the words because they come from the inner being of the person. They are simply saying fool but they desire the death of the individual. Continued willful sin in the thought life of one who claims that he loves Jesus is practical atheism and proof of loving this world more than loving God.
3 - Right eye/Right hand. Ojo derecho/Mano derecha. Your good side is of no value if it causes you to sin. There are good losses; approved by God that may make us feel maimed but will lead us to eternal life. There is great value in losing what prevents you from seeing God fully. Paul says our body is the temple of the Holy Spirit – therefore we should not harm it. On the other hand Jesus speaks of hell on numerous occasions.
4 – What can you do? What has God been telling you that you must get rid of? ¿Que puedes hacer? ¿Que te viene hablando Dios que tienes que dejar? He says, “Cut it out and throw it away” – in other words there are some things God will not take away from you – you know what is wrong and you must make a forceful decision to eliminate/extinguish that thing from your life. The Lord gives us an out in deliverance.  His saving grace gives us a moment in time where we could accept strength from outside ourselves – We have the approval of our Father in Jesus.
