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Shameless Audacity
Luke 11:5-13 AMP
5 And He said to them, Which of you who has a friend will go to him at midnight and will say to him, Friend, lend me three loaves [of bread],

6 For a friend of mine who is on a journey has just come, and I have nothing to put before him;

7 And he from within will answer, Do not disturb me; the door is now closed, and my children are with me in bed; I cannot get up and supply you [with anything]?

8 I tell you, although he will not get up and supply him anything because he is his friend, yet because of his shameless persistence and insistence he will get up and give him as much as he needs.

9 So I say to you, Ask and keep on asking and it shall be given you; seek and keep on seeking and you shall find; knock and keep on knocking and the door shall be opened to you.

10 For everyone who asks and keeps on asking receives; and he who seeks and keeps on seeking finds; and to him who knocks and keeps on knocking, the door shall be opened.

11 What father among you, if his son asks for a loaf of bread, will give him a stone; or if he asks for a fish, will instead of a fish give him a serpent?

12 Or if he asks for an egg, will give him a scorpion?

13 If you then, evil as you are, know how to give good gifts [gifts that are to their advantage] to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask and continue to ask Him!

Shameless Audacity
Luke 11:8 (NIV) I tell you, even though he will not get up and give you the bread because of friendship, yet because of your Shameless Audacity he will surely get up and give you as much as you need.

Shameless - flagrant, blatant, barefaced, overt, brazen, brash, outrageous, undisguised, unconcealed, transparent; immodest, indecorous; unabashed, unashamed, unblushing.
Audacious - showing a willingness to take surprisingly bold risks. Bold, daring, fearless, intrepid, brave, courageous, valiant, heroic, plucky; reckless, temerarious.
Other Bible Translations of Luke 11:8
Persistent – Firm or obstinate continuance in a course of action in spite of difficulty or opposition. 

FAILURE IS THE PATH OF LEAST PERSISTENCE.
Impudent - The quality of being offensively bold.
Importune - an insistent or pressing demand.
Bold - Fearless and daring; courageous; excessively forward and brazen.
Fervent - intensely passionate; ardent: boiling, burning, or glowing.
Constant - Steadfast in purpose, loyalty, or affection
We are too weak in our prayers. We sometimes speak to God As if He were about to strike us down at any moment when He says that we should ask Him for what we need or want. 

James 5:16 Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous person is powerful and effective.

Hebrews 5:7 During the days of Jesus’ life on earth, he offered up prayers and petitions with fervent cries and tears to the one who could save him from death, and he was heard because of his reverent submission.

2 Kings 13:18 Then he said, “Take the arrows,” and the king took them. Elisha told him, “Strike the ground.” He struck it three times and stopped. 19 The man of God was angry with him and said, “You should have struck the ground five or six times; then you would have defeated Aram and completely destroyed it. But now you will defeat it only three times.”
Hebrews 4:14-16 (AMP) 14 Inasmuch then as we have a great High Priest Who has [already] ascended and passed through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession [of faith in Him]. 
15 For we do not have a High Priest Who is unable to understand and sympathize and have a shared feeling with our weaknesses and infirmities and liability to the assaults of temptation, but One Who has been tempted in every respect as we are, yet without sinning. 
16 Let us then fearlessly and confidently and boldly draw near to the throne of grace (the throne of God’s unmerited favor to us sinners), that we may receive mercy [for our failures] and find grace to help in good time for every need [appropriate help and well-timed help, coming just when we need it].
