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Don’t just do something, Stand There!
1 Stand: to endure or undergo successfully; to tolerate without flinching; to remain firm in the face of.

Exodus 14:13 Moses told the people, fear not; stand still (firm, confident, undismayed) and see the salvation of the Lord Which He will work for you today.

2 Chronicles 20:17 King Jehoshaphat told by the prophet Jahaziel - You shall not need to fight in this battle; take your positions, stand still, and see the deliverance of the Lord.

Job 37:14 Hear this, O Job, stand still and consider the wondrous works of God.

Luke 21:19 Jesus said - By standing firm, you will win your souls.

1 Corinthians 16:13 Be alert on your guard; stand firm in your faith.

Galatians 5:1 It is for freedom that Christ has set us free. Stand firm, then, and do not let yourselves be burdened again by a yoke of slavery.

Ephesians 6:11 Put on the full armor of God so that you can take your stand against the devil's schemes. 12 For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world and against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms. 13Therefore put on the full armor of God, so that when the day of evil comes, you may be able to stand your ground, and after you have done everything, to stand.

2 Thessalonians 2:15 So then, brothers, stand firm and hold to the teachings we passed on to you, whether by word of mouth or by letter.

2 How can you stand when everything seems to be going against you?

3 You can stand because your firm foundation is Christ. But who is Jesus?
It’s not enough to have faith, the object of our faith is important.  Jesus Christ is the one upon whom our faith is built.  He is our firm foundation. 
Matthew 16:15 He said to them, but who do you say that I am? 16 Peter replied, you are the Christ, the Son of the living God. 17 Then Jesus answered him, blessed are you, Simon son of Jonah, for flesh and blood have not revealed this to you, but My Father Who is in heaven.  
18 And I tell you, you are Peter [a small stone], and on this rock [a huge rock] I will build My church, and the gates of Hades (the powers of the infernal region) shall not overpower it [or be strong to its detriment or hold out against it].
