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The Purpose of my Existence

1 The Westminster Catechism (a summary of the principles of Christian religion in the form of questions and answers, used for the instruction of Christians) is about the created purpose of human beings.  It asks the question, “What is the chief end of man?”  The “chief end” is Old English for the main reason.  So what is the “chief end” or main purpose of mankind?  The Westminster Catechism says that, “Man’s chief end is to glorify God, and to enjoy him forever.”  That is it!

King David exclaimed “For you created my inmost being; you knit me together in my mother’s womb.… Your eyes saw my unformed body; all the days ordained for me were written in your book before one of them came to be.” (Psalm 139:13, 16 NIV)

What is the purpose of life? It is to glorify God. God created us for His own Glory. Talking about mankind in the book of Isaiah, God says about us, "whom I created for my glory" Isaiah 43:7
The Angelic creatures and the elders in heaven proclaim “You have created all things, and for your pleasure they are and were created." Revelation 4:11
2 Ecclesiastes 3:9-14 (AMP) 9 What profit is there for the worker from that in which he labors? 10 I have seen the task which God has given to the sons of men with which to occupy themselves. 11 He has made everything beautiful and appropriate in its time. He has also planted eternity [a sense of divine purpose] in the human heart [a mysterious longing which nothing under the sun can satisfy, except God]—yet man cannot find out (comprehend, grasp) what God has done (His overall plan) from the beginning to the end.12 I know that there is nothing better for them than to rejoice and to do good as long as they live; 13 and also that every man should eat and drink and see and enjoy the good of all his labor—it is the gift of God. 
3 14 I know that whatever God does, it endures forever; nothing can be added to it nor can anything be taken from it, for God does it so that men will fear and worship Him [with awe-filled reverence, knowing that He is God].
4 We were created to work for God – to represent Him. “We are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them” Ephesians 2:10. No work of art exalts itself. The only reason for its existence is the will and talent of the artist. As God’s workmanship, we are to reflect our Savior by living for Him and not ourselves. 5 Revelation 20:6 (AMPC) Blessed (happy, to be envied) and holy (spiritually whole, of unimpaired innocence and proved virtue) is the person who takes part (shares) in the first resurrection! Over them the second death exerts no power or authority, but they shall be ministers of God and of Christ (the Messiah), and they shall rule along with Him a thousand years.
