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Your last Conversation
Our conversations often dictate who we are and our character can be discerned by how we conduct ourselves verbally. People can judge us wrongly when they see us but after conversing with us for a time they can make pretty good judgments about what moves us and what we are passionate about. There are conversations that are just shameful and dishonor God but there are other conversations that demonstrate our depth of faith and our hope in him. What will your last conversation sound like; if your last conversation could be recorded what would the world hear?
Here are four conversation recorded for our instruction.

1. (RICH MAN) A PRIDEFUL, SELF-SATISFIED AND SELF-ABSORBED CONVERSATION: 

Luke 12:16-21 16 Then He told them a parable, saying, “There was a rich man whose land was very fertile and productive. 17 And he began thinking to himself, ‘What shall I do, since I have no place [large enough in which] to store my crops?’ 18 Then he said, ‘This is what I will do: I will tear down my storehouses and build larger ones, and I will store all my grain and my goods there. 19 And I will say to my soul, “Soul, you have many good things stored up, [enough] for many years; rest and relax, eat, drink and be merry (celebrate continually).”’ 20 But God said to him, ‘You fool! This very night your soul is required of you; and now who will own all the things you have prepared?’ 21 So it is for the one who continues to store up and hoard possessions for himself, and is not rich toward God.”
2. (SAUL) A DESPERATE, UNGODLY AND DEMONIC CONVERSATION: 

1 Samuel 28:6 He inquired of the Lord, but the Lord did not answer him by dreams or Urim or prophets. 7 Saul then said to his attendants, “Find me a woman who is a medium, so I may go and inquire of her.” “There is one in Endor,” they said. 8 So Saul disguised himself, putting on other clothes, and at night he and two men went to the woman. “Consult a spirit for me,” he said, “and bring up for me the one I name.” 

3.  (JESUS) A CONFIDENT, LOVING AND EXPECTANT CONVERSATION: 

Luke 23:44 It was now about noon, and darkness came over the whole land until three in the afternoon, 45 for the sun stopped shining. And the curtain of the temple was torn in two. 46 Jesus called out with a loud voice, “Father, into your hands I commit my spirit.” When he had said this, he breathed his last.
4.  (STEPHEN) A FORGIVING, WORSHIPING AND HOLY CONVERSATION: 
Acts 7:54 When the members of the Sanhedrin heard this, they were furious and gnashed their teeth at him. 55 But Stephen, full of the Holy Spirit, looked up to heaven and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing at the right hand of God. 56 “Look,” he said, “I see heaven open and the Son of Man standing at the right hand of God.” 57 At this they covered their ears and, yelling at the top of their voices, they all rushed at him, 58 dragged him out of the city and began to stone him. Meanwhile, the witnesses laid their coats at the feet of a young man named Saul. 59 While they were stoning him, Stephen prayed, “Lord Jesus, receive my spirit.” 60 Then he fell on his knees and cried out, “Lord, do not hold this sin against them.” When he had said this, he fell asleep.
